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A Note Regarding the Audiomedia III and Windows 95/98…





1) When you launch Windows 95/98 after installing the Audiomedia III for the first time, a dialog box with the following message will appear:


 "Windows has found new hardware". 


The Audiomedia III card is typically identified as a "PCI Multimedia Audio Device".  This signifies that Windows 95/98 has recognized your Audiomedia III card.  Click NEXT in the dialog box.





2) Click NEXT on the following dialog boxes until Windows tells you that it was unable to locate a driver for this new device.  The Window 95/98 does not ship with drivers from Microsoft. Click FINISH on the final dialog box.





3) Once Windows has loaded, open your System Control Panel (Start>Settings>Control Panels>System)





4) Once you have the System Control Panel open, click on the Device Manager Tab.  Scroll down the screen until you see "Other Devices"





4) You will see the Audiomedia III card listed in "Other Devices" as a "PCI Multimedia Audio Device".  It will have a yellow question mark and an exclamation point. This is due to the fact the Audiomedia III card is not identified by Windows as a Sound, Game, or Video Controller.  This does not affect the performance of the Audiomedia III card nor the accompanying Wave Drivers.





Installing the Digidesign Audiomedia III Wave Driver





BEFORE INSTALLING THE DRIVER...





If you have a previous version of the Audiomedia III Wave Driver installed, be sure to remove the driver before attempting to install the new driver.  Failure to do so will result in system errors.  To remove the driver:





1) Open the Multimedia Control Panel (Start>Control Panels>Multimedia)





2) Click on the Devices Tab





3) Open Audio devices at the top of the list and double click on the Digidesign Wave Driver to open the Advanced Properties box.





4) Click the REMOVE button.  Windows will prompt you with a series of warnings that the device will no longer be accessible.  Once you have confirmed these prompts, Windows must be rebooted in order for the driver to be completely removed.  Once the driver is removed from the system, proceed with the installation of the new Audiomedia III Wave Driver.





INSTALLING THE DRIVER  





1) Locate the floppy disk entitled Digidesign Wave Driver and put it in your floppy drive. 





2) Click the Start Button and select RUN.





3) Type A:\setup.exe.  This will launch the Audiomedia III installer.





4) Click the NEXT button, to begin the software installation.





5) Windows will automatically check for Plug and Play devices.  Click NEXT, to proceed with the scan.





6) The next dialog will list Plug and Play devices in your system.  


!IMPORTANT! - Even if the wizard lists the PCI Multimedia Audio Device, select NO,  THE DEVICE IS NOT ON THE LIST and then click NEXT.  





7) In the next dialog, select NO,  I WANT TO SELECT THE HARDWARE FROM A LIST and click NEXT.





8) Scroll down the list of devices and choose, Sound, Video and Game Controllers then click NEXT.





9)  In the 'Add New Hardware' box click Have Disk, and then the Browse button. Locate the oemsetup.inf  file so that it appears in the left-hand window. Click NEXT.





10) In the next box that opens select Windows 95/98 Wave Driver and click OK, then click Finish. At this point the wave driver files will be copied to your hard drive and the hardware setup dialog for the Audiomedia III card will be posted.  Click Close .  Windows will now prompt you to reboot.  You must reboot in order for the Audiomedia III card to be active in the system.





11) Once you have rebooted, open the Multimedia Control Panel (Start>Settings>Control Panels>Multimedia).  Click on the Devices Tab.  Click the + sign next to audio devices.  You should see Digidesign Wave Driver listed.  If you wish to change the channel 1-2 input or change sample rates, double click the Digidesign Wave Driver.  The Advanced Properties page will be displayed.  Click on the Settings button to open the hardware setup box of the Audiomedia III card.  





NOTE: some digital audio applications do not allow you to open the hardware setup box while the application is running.  Please quit the application before opening the advanced properties hardware setup box.








Deleting the AMIII Wave Driver





1) Open the Multimedia Control Panel (Start>Control Panels>Multimedia).





2) Click on the Devices tab.





3) Open Audio devices and double click on the Digidesign Wave Driver to open the Advanced Properties box.





4) Click the REMOVE button.  Windows will prompt you with a series of warnings that the device will no longer be accessible.  Once you have confirmed these prompts, Windows must be rebooted in order for the driver to be completely removed.
